visited. It is your responsibility to obtain vaccinations and preventative medicines as may be required for the duration of your travel.

Any information provided by us is given in good faith.

INSURANCE PROTECTION

The Australian Government strongly recommend you have Comprehensive Travel Insurance to cover all your travel arrangements

and Gullivers strongly recommend  travellers  have a policy in place as soon as they make a payment towards their trip plans. This is

the sole responsibility of the traveller. Your insurance protection should at least include cover for cancellation, medical and

repatriation expenses, personal injury and accident, death and loss of personal baggage and money and personal liability insurance.

Evidence of such insurances should be produced to Gullivers on request.
